1. The meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m.
2. Discuss and take action on the meeting minutes of October 17, 2012.
Mr. Lupe Alvarez made a motion to accept the minutes as circulated. Tom Dock seconds. All in favor/ none oppose. 

3. Public comments on items on and not on the agenda.
Roger Pollard, 412 E. Trant Road.  Mr. Pollard stood and mentioned he has an issue since Mr. Lopez has bought the property.    It concerns him that Mr. Lopez dumps the mulch on the property and it is a place for and rats to make a home. He understands that Mr. Lopez is a hardworking, successful business man. He is concerned that since the grass is high behind the building and the mulch is spread throughout the property he is concerned for a fire.  
4. Discuss and take action on – Israel S. Lopez -- Requesting approval for a special use permit to allow for the operation of a lawn & tree service to be located on Lots 20 & 21, of Southmore Acre subdivision, property located at 1727 S. 7th Street, currently zoned R-2 Two Family Residential District.
Mr. Kellam stated that this request is for a special use permit for a lawn care tree trimming business. Historically the property had been used for a mobile home park and there are still mobile home pad sites left on the property. The currently is an existing structure that remains on the property and the applicant intends on restoring the building to house equipment. Mr. Kellam also stated that the applicant understood that the area would be enclosed with a sight obscuring privacy fence if he were to store equipment outside.  Mr. Lopez, the applicant is the owner of the site wherein the proposed lawn care and tree trimming business will be housed.  Mr. Kellam discussed the following conditions that need to be met.  Mr. Lopez would need to avoid spot zoning for a commercial property within a residential neighborhood, this special use permit shall expire should the approved special use cease, or in the case of a change in ownership.  Any future outdoor storage of equipment and or materials shall be limited to small equipment and shall be completely enclosed by a 100% sight obscuring privacy fence to prevent the contents from being visible from the public right of way and/or adjacent property owners.  Also, the business shall obtain all required licenses and permits for the planned construction activity and improvements, thereby meeting all adopted codes to operate said business.

Mr. McCreight stated that an additional condition be added to the conditional approval. It is to ensure that no mulch or brush be stored at said name address.  

Mr. Alvarez questioned who would be doing the inspections ensuring that Mr. Lopez followed the conditions.  Mr. Kellam stated that now we have the Community Appearance Department who do routine inspections along with the Health Department. 

Mr. Lopez agreed with all conditional approval conditions presented and the additional condition in regards of not storing mulch or brush on the property. 
Dr. Tom Dock made a motion to accept the request for the special use permit along with the additional condition submitted.  Mr. Alvarez seconds.  All in favor/ none oppose.

Mr. Kellam stated that there were no requests for the month of February, but there would be a meeting to discuss new codes ordinances regarding residential building in the city.
