SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

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1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.
2. Discuss and take action on the meeting minutes of February 20, 2013.
Mr. Robert McCreight made a motion to accept the minutes as circulated. Mr. Lupe Alvarez seconds. All in favor/ none oppose. 

3. Public comments on items on and not on the agenda.

4. Discuss and take action on –-- Melden & Hunt, Inc. by Fred L. Kurth, agent -- Requesting approval of a major preliminary subdivision plan to be known as Wildwood Trails Development, located in the 1600 block of Carlos Truan Blvd.; proposes 184 lots on property currently zoned R-1 Single Family Residential District.  Staff recommendation:  Conditional Approval
Mr. Kellam stated that the plat had been previously submitted under the name Jalisco Ranch.  There have been changes to the street design and the name of the subdivision.  The lots have also reduced from 191 lots to 184 lots to include more green space and an 8ft hike and bike trail.  The open space/common area would be an additional amenity to the subdivision.  These changes would require an amended plat to be submitted. 

Mr. Kellam also stated that the following conditions need to be followed to ensure proper planning.   (1)
Full construction plans must be submitted which include installation of monuments, streets and street lights, sanitary sewers, storm sewers, sidewalks/hike & bike trails, water lines, and other improvements required in Article V of the Subdivision regulations;

In the upcoming construction plans and final plat the street currently named Park Drive needs to be changed to a dissimilar name, as a Park Drive already exists within the City’s street network.

The preliminary plat drawings show the trees on the outer edge of the boulevard, closest to the property line. This placement is incorrect. On the forthcoming construction plans the trees will need to be moved inside the sidewalks, within the grass parkway between the sidewalk and the back of curb. The 11’ area the trees are currently within are to be reserved for utility placement. A typical section was provided and is attached to further clarify the needed revision.

(4)
The area that connects from Laurel Street to the common area/walking trail needs to be labeled as common area/open space. Currently it is not labeled as such. This shall be included in the construction plan drawings and also the final plat.

(5)
The Caesar ditch culvert will be reviewed further once the construction plans are submitted to ensure the design can accommodate the off-site flow plus the flow from the site. The design should include the culvert, wingwalls, concrete rip-rap along the bottom and the banks and guard rails.

(6)
The Codes, Covenants and Restrictions (CCR’s) requiring the ongoing maintenance of the common areas and open space to be carried out by the CCR’s and the Homeowners Association, among other things, shall be filed with Kleberg County, which clearly state this, and a copy shall be provided to the City for their records.

Mr. Aldrich stated that on the plans he noticed there was a 10ft ditch and wanted to know who would cover the costs for the fence to go around the ditch.  Mr. Kellam stated that the developer would cover the costs.

Mr. Kellam also stated that the fencing would be provided around the drainage area.  These details would be included in the construction plans of the development. 

The board discussed the different sizes of the homes and what phases they would be built.  Mr. Dizdar stated that The Park size homes would be 1200-1400 square feet.  In The Estates the homes would be 1400-1600 square feet and The Grand square footage would be an average of 2800-3000 square foot of living space. 

 Mr. Kellam stated that once the construction plans are approved and construction begins and ends then the next step would be to submit for final plat.  Also, the staff recommends conditional approval with the six conditions. 
Mr. Garcia stated if funds were readily available and when would construction begin.  Mr. Dizdar stated that the majority of the funds are available and construction would begin at the end of year. 
Albert Garcia made a motion to accept the six conditions staff has recommended and Lupe Alvarez seconds.  All in favor.  None Oppose.

Mr. Kellam stated that the economic development agreement for Wildwood Trails is almost complete and will be considered at the March 25, 2013 City Commission meeting.
